Our wonderful weekend started at Viera Ponds with
up close views of Limpkin and Painted Buntings.
Merrit Island had a wonderful collection of ducks,
Northern Pintail, N. Shovelor, Lesser Scaup, and
Hooded Merganser. Great numbers of American
Avocets gracefully feed in unison. A great day
climaxed in a whirlwind of thousands of shore-
birds-Dunlins, Dowitchers and Marbled Godwits
swirling through the sky in one of the greatest
displays of birds ever. A brilliant wine and cheese
sunset brought Red-breasted Merganser and toasts
to a great day. At 3 Lakes WMA brown blobs
turned into 5 Wilson’s Snipes. Target birds-
Whooping Crane, Red-cockaded Woodpecker and

Crested Caracara-3 LAKES

Brown-headed Nuthatch were snagged and all
were life birds, along with many others for Nancy
Russo, Sue and Phyllis Brady.
